Other components of our plan involve areas of product development, multi-media development and research which
all play a vital role to make the marketing plan complete and successful.

Flagler County has an Artificial Reef Program which was initiated in the
early 1990s. Flagler County Commissioner, George Hanns realized that
Flagler County was one of the few coastal counties that was not
participating in the State’s Artificial Reef Program, and since then
pursued getting involved. Shortly thereafter, the Flagler County Artificial
Reef Program was created.

So now you ask - what is an artificial reef? An artificial reef is man-made
structure (usually made out of concrete) which is then placed in the
ocean.

These reefs help draw various marine life as well as providing a safe diving environment. In time these
structures provide food and shelter for fish throughout the food chain. Not only do these atrtificial reefs
benefit marine life and divers, but they also attract fisherman which can ultimately result in bringing a
substantial amount of economic profit and growth to our community for residents and tourists.

The Northeast Florida Marketing Alliance
(NEFMA) Dec. 3 came together for its quarterly
Northeast regional tourism meeting at which
these First Coast counties and allied members
came to a consensus — tourism knows no
boundaries.

The group members consist of tourism and
convention & visitors offices of Nassau, Duval,
Clay, St Johns and Flagler counties.

Other organizations involved include Florida’s First Coast of Golf and the Jacksonville Aviation Authority.
NEFMA is organized for a cooperative marketing effort to provide visitors with convenience in planning their
visits to Northeast Florida. The organization recognizes the value of cross-promotion and together the
members are capitalizing on the opportunity to strengthen the region’s international tourism market.

NEFMA, in its third year, is focusing on the German tourism market. The members hosted German golf
writers at TPC last year and are currently planning a 2008 press trip. By combining resources to reach an
international market on a $78,000 budget, the organization saw a return on investment of $1.4 million from
print media with a circulation of 1.5 million. The cooperative efforts proved invaluable compared to
independent efforts within the market.

Marketing strategies include international offline marketing as well as online domestic and international
marketing.

Princess Place Preserve is known for its natural beauty and history. Flagler County native - 70 year young
Russell Dupont is very familiar with the preserve. At age 3 he was around when it was then resided by
Princess Angela Cutting Sherbatoff. After retiring, Dupont began volunteering at the preserve and estimates
having told the history of the preserve to over 150 visitors.

Each of his guided tours would be unique in its own way,
unleashing a piece of history that may have not been written
in a book or in editorial of the preserve but based on personal
experience. When Dupont was in Korea he would tell
everyone about the preserve “This is the only place I've seen
like this.” Dupont reminisces of swimming in the in-ground
swimming pool with his cousins as a child. This in-ground
pool was Florida’s first in history. With any historical
landmark, there are always stories to go with it, including
tales of the preserve being haunted.

Dupont would easily dismiss this and instead
provide facts based on his own memories.
Due to health concerns, Dupont no longer
gives tours — but does visit the preserve often.
